
  

Vacaville defeats Wood 

for perfect season 
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VACAVILLE - Vacaville High School’s junior varsity football team capped a perfect 10-0 

season with a 56-12 victory over Will C Wood on Friday night at Tom Zunino Stadium. 

DeMonte Moore scored on runs of 46, 70 and 45 yards for the Bulldogs, who went 5-0 

in Monticello Empire League games and outscored their opponents 402-85.
